“1. What is mentoring? 

     Mentoring is one person assisting and encouraging another in personal growth through an intentional, structured 

relationship including regular meetings for joint conversation and activities. Mentors are like coaches or personal 

trainers for one’s spiritual life. 

 2.  How can a mentor help me? 

     Mentors can help us to grow by helping to focus our growth efforts, by listening and asking penetrating questions, 

and by sharing from their own life experience and learning.” 

     Mentors can help with specific growth needs or help us to discover where we need to grow.” (from First Baptist 

Church of Boise’s Website) 

 

PFC Youth Ministries ~ Pastor Mark Sawyer 

The Palouse Federated Church is a supporting church of GarPal Young Life (YL) events and programs, but in addition to 
supporting YL our church focuses on meeting spiritual needs of kids not met through Young Life. Specifically our 
church meets current needs of Middle School students and works to develop discipleship of Christian Senior High 
students.  We attempt to meet this need through events in the church and  through intentional conversations with 
students and parents. Recently we changed our format to focus on relationships in addition to our planned programs. 
On Monday mornings 7am-8am we have breakfast discipleship for teens that want to growth in knowledge of 
scriptures. Sunday evenings we still host a youth-group for middle-school teens from 5pm-7pm.  (Watch for summer 
time changes coming at the end of June). Due to camping ministries there will be no youth group on June 10th, 17th, 
or24th, and no morning discipleship on the 11th and 25th.  The non-event youth ministry model means that adult 
leaders from our church will set up intentional “How You Doing” conversations with teens. The great benefit of small 
church ministries for youth is the ability to really know individual teens and their needs, and also allowing for 
multigenerational friendships.  This summer we want to network youth and the adults in our church. Specifically we 
want to open our dinner on Sunday nights to be an open potluck for all ages.   
 
One other notable change in youth ministries at our church is the networking of local churches to meet the needs of 
middle school students. I was given a wise perspective regarding general ministry in a church: The strength of a 
program is not based on numbers, but based on what percentage of events and ministry that would continue if the 
head leader were no longer involved. For this reason I’m purposefully trying to surround myself with volunteer leaders 
that know and understand all areas of our youth programs and are able to continue them in my absence. We are 
working with the churches in Garfield to create a model where middle-school ministries will be hosted in both 
towns and led by caring adults from both Garfield and Palouse. This change is still in the vision stage, but I anticipate 
some implementation attempts of this vision to begin in July.  
 
As always please know we covet your prayers for our youth and the leaders who build positive relationship and teach 
them grace and truth from the Bible. Feel free to contact me (Pastor Mark) if you have any questions or suggestions 
for our ministries toward youth.

What will Pastor Corey Be Learning during Sabbatical? 
 
It is important to understand that a Sabbatical is not simply a “vacation.” Though rest and some recreation will be 
part of the Laughary’s Sabbatical, they are not the only parts. Though Pastor will not be working his normal 
routine, the Sabbatical is intentionally designed for Pastor and family to come back refreshed and renewed, with 
a bit of new learning gained during the two months. 
 
Four main areas sum up Pastor Corey’s learning goals for the 
Sabbatical: 

1. Simeon Course, an online course on Expository Preaching and Preparation by Simeon’s Trust 

(simeontrust.org).  This is a 30 week course that includes units on Old Testament Narrative, Epistles, 

Prophetic Literature, Apocalyptic Literature, Hebrew Poetry and Wisdom, Gospels and Acts.  Though 

Pastor will likely be unable to finish this self-paced course during Sabbatical, he is hoping to tackle a good 

bit of it, this will be part of his weekday routine. 

2. Christian Leadership Coaching Training- at the Intentional Growth Center at Lake Junaluska, North 

Carolina.  Pastor Corey and Tina will be doing this training together for 3 days, to learn the “coach 

approach” to helping people grow personally and as leaders. 

3. Worship Participation, Observation and Conversation with Leaders of Churches-  Pastor Corey is excited 

to experience worship from the other side of the pulpit this summer.  Every Sunday a new worship 

experience will be arranged, and as often as possible Pastor Corey wants to meet a local area pastor for 

lunch. 

4. Reading, Reading, Reading - If you didn’t know already, Pastor Corey loves to read.  He is lining up a set 

of books to read (early in the morning when the kids aren’t awake, after they go to bed, or while they play 

on the beach).

 9 365 Days of Young Life ~ Pastor Mark Sawyer 

I’m thrilled to share the blessings and exponential growth displayed in the ministry of 
Young Life in the last year at Garfield-Palouse.  

May 2011 , I was a volunteer leader for Young Life who weekly brought a 
handful of kids in one vehicle to Pullman or Moscow on Monday nights to participate in 
Club. Through Club (a weekly fun meeting) our kids heard about Malibu Club and we 
had the blessing of sending 5 kids and 1 leader to Malibu on a regional scholarship. 
Ultimately the pump had been primed for our own ministry to flourish with the help 
and support of local adults who serve on our local Young Life Committee.   

Once we returned from Malibu with fun-filled memories and stories of changed 
lives we started to build our own Young Life apart from Moscow/Pullman. We began 
holding Club in Palouse during summer of 2011 even attracting YL students from 
Moscow and Pullman to drive our way. At this time I was still the only volunteer leader.   

When the school year came, our committee developed a budget to create a 
paid staff position and developed the plan to fund that budget through a fundraising 
banquet held in Garfield in October. Our initial budget had been met by December and I 
went on ¼ time paid Mission Staff with Young Life starting in January 2012. Stepping 
into the newly created staff position allowed me to dedicate more time toward growth 
of GarPal Young Life. Now we focused on recruiting more volunteer leaders. Before we 
knew it (thanks to prayers and support) we had 5 volunteer leaders, and were bringing 
as many as 5 cars full of kids to Pullman’s Club on Monday nights. Due to the amount of 
volunteer leaders and consistent numbers of 18-25 GarPal kids participating in club on 
Mondays, by spring we held our own Club meetings. One week Club would be in 
Garfield and the next week in Palouse.   

Please understand that Club is a weekly meeting that we use as a tool for kids to 
meet Jesus and follow Him, but is not the focus of our ministry. We consistently meet 
with kids at the school and sporting events. We also started small groups; one for girls 
led by Mackenzie Harrell, Shelby Martinez and Traci Sanderson and a small group for 
boys led by Mark Sawyer, Nick Martinez and Mikel Nisse. These small groups called 
campaigners show the impact of our ministry where teens who have little or no 
connection to a local church have the opportunity to read truths from scriptures and be 
in a safe environment to ask questions about faith and God. The girl’s group 
consistently has 10 high school girls meet on a weekly basis and in our school system 
that represents nearly 25% of the female student body! Overall we’ve had 50% of the 
GarPal Sr. High enrolled students involved in at least one Young Life activity for the 
2011-2012 school year! This is news worth bragging about!  

But the good news doesn’t stop. We’ve raised over $6000 in the last 6 weeks to 
help send 12 campers and leaders to Malibu Club this June. (GarPal is sending the 
same amount of kids as Moscow/Pullman combined!) We also have worked with 
community members to develop a non-profit organization call GarPal Friends of Youth 
who have received a donated school bus that will help with the transportation of kids 
for Young Life and other ministries. So where do we go from here? My goal is not simply 
growth in numbers, but growth in discipleship and dedication. Young Life does not 
serve as a tool for spiritual growth in and of themselves. As students submit their lives 
to Christ, we want to plug them into the body of Christ through local churches. So 
please continue praying for our teens, and for Young Life. Many prayers have been 
answered and many lives have been changed by Christ through support of caring adults 
and the organization GarPal Young Life. If this all happened in the last 365 days, I 
eagerly await what will come in our future!
